Ash Dieback and Emerald Ash Borer presence on non-Fraxinus hosts. International Plant Sentinel Network (IPSN),
Botanic Gardens Conservation International. Multi-institutional survey of Chionanthus spp. and/or Phillyrea spp. in
living collections to detect Ash Dieback (Hymenoscyphus fraxineus) and Emerald Ash Borer (Agrilus plannipennis) on
non-Fraxinus hosts. These plant pests are a serious threat to global ash populations and there is an increased risk of
spread through non-Fraxinus hosts.

Hummingbird Monitoring Citizen Science Project. Vancouver Avian Research Centre (VARC) and VanDusen Botanical
Garden. From April to September, 2019 Vancouver Botanical Garden Association (VBGA) education staff worked
with VARC, giving VanDusen members a chance to contribute to citizen science and collect important data on our

Novel Neidium Pfitzer species from western Canada based upon morphology and plastid DNA sequences. Hamilton,
Paul.

(1):039-062. Five new species of diatoms (microscopic, unicellular algae) were discovered in VanDusen'’s Livingstone
Lake and are described in this publication.

A Road Map for Bumble Bees to Nest Boxes (publication pending). Elana Varner, Kayla Mark, Hanna Jackson, Kendal
Singelton. Dept. of Biological Sciences, Simon Fraser University. Bumble bees across North America have declined
by 87%, largely due to habitat loss. Pollinator gardens provide important supplementary habitat but they lack a vital
part of the conservation picture; nesting sites. Bumble bee nest boxes generally have low occupancy rates as queens
have difficulty finding the small entrance opening. The researchers hypothesize a scent component (pheromone)
added to nest boxes will help guide the queens to the nest box opening. 38 nest boxes were installed at VanDusen
and Queen Elizabeth Park and monitored in 2019. Preliminary results revealed 28 bumble bee colonies in scented
nest boxes versus 10 colonies in boxes without pheromones. A follow-up study is planned for 2010.
